Although the federal gov't

The Bill of Rights may

"No State shall enter 
into any Treaty [or] 

keep Troops, or 
Ships of War"

Treaty can serve as additional 
source of power for Congress

Even during dual federalism, the S.Ct. did not 
impose federalism limits on war/treaty powers
